
 
8th May 2008 - Respond completes comprehensive 1:50,00 0 mapping 
over Myanmar 
 
 
Respond partner KeyObs has completed comprehensive mapping at 1:50,000 over 
Ayeyarwady district of Myanmar. 
 
This was initially supplied to a key aid agency working in the country. It provides an 
updated overview of the area featuring information on populated places, transportation, 
hydrographic network and administrative limits. 
 
Shown below is information on the areas mapped and the areas affected by Cyclone Nargis.  
The product has been converted into both kml vector files for Google Earth and 100k scale 
mapsheets and are now available on the Respond Map catalogue for users to download.
